As technology advances and organization 
depend on technology increasingly, 
information assets have evolved into critical 
components of survival. If hacking involves 
creativity and thinking ‘out-of-the-box’, then 
vulnerability testing and security audits 
will not ensure the security proofing of an 
organization. To ensure that organizations 
have adequately protected their information 
assets, they must adopt the approach of 
‘defense in depth’. In other words, they 
must penetrate their networks and assess 
the security posture for vulnerabilities and 
exposure.The definition of an Ethical Hacker 
is very similar to a Penetration Tester. The 
Ethical hacker is an individual who is usually 
employed with the organization and who 
can be trusted to undertake an attempt to 
penetrate networks and/or computer systems 
using the same methods as a hacker.
